PTC Minutes

Roxanne Verrastro welcomed everyone to the meeting.

The minutes from the November, 2011 meeting were reviewed and accepted by Kathy Heilenman and Susan Flamisch.  Kathy Heilenman suggested that minutes be e-mail with the reminder so that people have time to review them prior to the meeting.   Roxanne agreed and she will send them with the reminder.
Treasurer’s Report – Kathy Heilenman:
We currently have $30,200 in our checking account and $10,000 in our savings account.  

November and December activity included:

Holiday Shop: $184 profit.  $93 made from raffle.  $15 under budget

Book Fair: $1,100 in case profit, $2,000 books

Box Tops: check for $1,792 received

Catalog Sale: $5,370 profit

Flower Sale: $370 profit.  Down from $566 last year

Market Day: $602 profit for year, up from this time last year

Spiritwear: $1,200 profit, however there is still an outstanding invoice.  $250 was sales from old spiritwear sold at the Holiday Shop.

Gift Cards: over $2,000 profit, up from last year

Barnes & Nobles: library has $100 towards books from B&N

Tiger Trotters: buying t-shirts

Grant:  committee approved list and teachers are starting to be paid for items approved

Mr. Best confirmed that they have $800 for playground equipment.

Too many checks have bounced due to them being held until the end of an event.  Kathy asked that checks be deposited weekly.  We are charged $15 for each bounced check.  PTC has paid $40 in bank fees this year.
